Feedback from parents, students, staff and fellow professionals last year highlighted that our
behaviour management systems were too complicated and resulted in inconsistencies across the school. In
response to this we have revisited our school rules and simplified the classroom behaviour plan;
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Moving forward it is expected that all young people conduct themselves in a manner which demonstrates
these qualities. In discussions with students regarding behaviour concerns staff will refer to these
expectations and highlight consequences to young people should they continue to make poor choices.

Assemblies for all year groups have taken place and the new behaviour plan has been shared with students.
